HAPPY BIRTHDAY WOMEN
MARINES

On 13 February 1943 women were offi-
cialy instituted as part of the Marine
Corps. Though women have served their
country honorably in the Corps since 1918,
it was not until 1943 that the Women Re-
serves became an official part of the Ma-
rine Corps.

On itsfirst-year anniversary, 13 February
1944, amessage from Pres. Franklin D.
Roosevelt said: “The nation is as proud of
you as of your fellow Marines - for Marine
women are upholding the brilliant tradi-
tions of the Corps with a spirit of loyalty
and diligence worthy of the highest admi-
ration of al Americans. You have quickly
and efficiently taken over scores of differ-
ent kinds of duties that not long ago were
considered strictly masculine assignments
and in doing so, you have freed alarge
number of well-trained, battle-ready men
of the Corps for action.”

Today women make up only 6 percent of

The Marine Corps. They join the elite ranks
of those who have earned the title “Maring’
with the same determination and love of
Corps as those from the past.

When General A.A. Vandergrift was
Commandant of the Marine Corps, afew
correspondents tried to trap the General into
making aremark that was uncomplimentary
to the Women Marines. They posed a
multiple tiered question to the General
asking: General, women in the Air Corps are
referred to asWAF's, in the Army they are
referred to asWAC's and in the Navy they
are called WAVES. What do you call the
women in the Marine Corps. The General
responded by stating, “1 am not certain if you
are asking how | personally address them as
or if your inquiry is how you should address
them in general, in your publicationsor in
person. | would suggest that you take all
three avenues and put them into one and you
had damn well better addressthem as | do,
and that is“Marine.”

Happy 63rd anniversary to the women who
earned the title United States Marine.
