FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT 

Melissa Cohen has been named by the 
Finance Committee as Interim Club Manager 
effective with the departure of Club Manager 
Melissa Schultz. 

This is a temporary position until a full time 
Club Manager can be found. 
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I will attempt to shed some light on these issues. 

 First is the issue of bar sales.  If we look at straight and 
miscellaneous bar sales from January 2005 through November 
2005  we have taken in $122,264.24.  For that same time period 
we have had a total cost of goods sold of $51,238.11 for a total 
gross bar profit of  $71,026.13. 

 To that mix is added income of ATM commissions, 
50/50 drawings, banquet sales, food, memberships and raffles for a 
total  of $28,899.61 for a total Gross Profit of $99,925.74. 

 Now must be considered additional club expenses which 
include utilities, supplies, payroll, office, taxes, rent, repairs and 
maintenance and all that goes into operating this organization and 
that amounts to $137,416.31 for ordinary income (loss) of 
($37,416.57).  That parenthesis means red ink, by the way. 

 We have had additional other income from donations, 
golf tournament , ball, PX and gambling machines totaling 
$148,354.09. 

 The expenses to acquire this additional income have 
amounted to $61,206.92 for a total other income of $87,147.17. 

 When this is thrown against the loss of $37,416.57 we 
end up with a Net Income for 11 months of $49,656.60. 

 I hope this clarifies our situation somewhat and helps 
the membership understand why we should not be in any hurry 
to dispose of any funds needlessly. 

 Our club requested an audit which was conducted by 
IMX Management Services Corporation for the period of 1 Jan 
2004 through 30 Jun 2005. 

 Record keeping was found to be adequate.  

 The following shortcomings were found and have 
been satisfactorily addressed. 

1. Procedures for handling donations for fund raisers has 
been inconsistent and needs to be standardized so all 
charitable contributions are recognized as such.

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2. Advertisements for all “Charitable Fund Raisers”  need to 
clearly state what the funds will be used for. 

3. Donor receipts have been inconsistent in issuance and 
form. 

4. Liquor inventories should be taken more often and spot 
checks are recommended. 

5. Food handling areas were only moderately adequate. 
6. The Nevada State Sales Tax exemption appeal is still 

pending and should be resolved. 
 
If any member would like to examine any financial reports 
please see Scotty Kruse.  If anyone desires to see the audit 
report I will post it for one week on the bulletin board and 
supply a copy to any member.

Medal of Honor:  The President may award, and present in the name of Congress, a Medal of Honor to a person 
who, while a member of the Armed Forces, distinguish himself conspicuously by gallantry and intrepidity at the risk 
of his life above and beyond the call of duty.  (Because the President may award this medal in the name of 
Congress is probably where the name has mistakenly crept in; Congressional Medal of Honor.) 

Navy Cross: Second only to the Medal of Honor for Navy personnel, is awarded to Navy and Marine Corps and 
those attached to such units who distinguish themselves by extraordinary heroism in military operations against an 
armed enemy. 

Distinguished Service Medal: Awarded to any person who, while serving in the Armed Forces in any capacity, 
shall have distinguished themselves by exceptionally meritorious service to the government in a duty of great 
responsibility.  It may be awarded for combat or noncombat service. 

Silver Star Medal: Awarded to any member of the Armed Forces for gallantry in action, not warranting the Medal 
of Honor or Navy Cross. 

Legion of Merit: Awarded to any member of the Armed Forces who have distinguished themselves by 
exceptionally meritorious conduct in the performance of outstanding services.  If the award is for combat service it 
is shown by the wearing of a combat “V”. 

Distinguished Flying Cross:  Awarded to any member of the Armed Forces who have distinguished themselves 
by heroism or extraordinary achievement while participating in aerial flight. 

Bronze Star Medal:  Awarded a person in any branch of the military service who, while serving in any capacity 
with the Armed Forces of the United States, shall have distinguished themselves by heroic or meritorious 
achievement or service in connections with military operations against an armed enemy.  If the award is for 
combat service it is shown by the wearing of a combat “V”.
