 VA PHARMACY FRAUD ALERT 

The Department of Veterans Affairs has reported that the "Patient Care Group" is 

conducting a scam operation against veterans who receive VA prescriptions.   

VA staff, at some VA Medical Centers and Clinics; distribute handouts with the 

following (from Chula Vista VA Clinic in California) or similar information: 

 

"Veterans are reporting that they are receiving calls from people claiming to be 

from the VA Pharmacy. The callers are telling veterans that the billing procedure 

for prescriptions has changed, and that the veteran needs to provide his/her credit 

card number for prescription payment before the Pharmacy will fill their medica-

tion requests. 

 

VA officials said that the department has made no change to its prescription sys-

tem, and that veterans should not provide any information to callers from this 

group. 

 

Please be aware that this is a scam! All billing for any VA treatment and/or pre-

scriptions is done through the MCCR Section of the VA. 
 

If the veteran wishes to pay his/her account by credit card, the veteran must pro-

vide the credit card number to our Agent Cashier. Our Agent Cashier is the only 

VA employee authorized to accept credit card payments.
